Cornerstone Nutrition®, incorporating HNF Fiber®, is a break through equine feeding regime that enables improved horse 
health and performance. It recognizes that forage fibre should make up at least 50% of a horses’ daily feed weight. High 
energy HNF Fiber® allows the forage fibre content to be raised to recommended levels without compromising energy.

Feeding Recommendations - FiberSure®
FiberSure® (with HNF Fiber®) should be used as the primary feed. It incorporates a dual source of high-energy forage fibre and moist Captured 
Grains® (maize) conveniently mixed in the correct proportion. The maize is cracked then softened and pre-digested through fermentation for 
better digestibility. No other forages are needed in the feed ration. Access to pasture is recommended.
